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Setting Priorities - BUDGET 2021

The municipal budget is a key policy and
planning document that outlines our town-
ship’s priorities for services, programs and
infrastructure. Setting the budget is a bal-
ancing act between often competing priori-
ties — providing the high level of services
residents deserve versus what we can af-
ford.

Municipal staff put forward a draft budget for
comment. There are two parts — the opera-
tions budget that covers the day-to-day ser-
vices, and the capital budget that covers
large infrastructure and other long-term pro-
jects. The Mayor and Council, with input
from Perth South residents and businesses,
make choices about what municipal ser-
vices, programs and infrastructure projects
should be included in the budget.

There are still opportunities for Perth South
residents to participate in the 2021 budget
process by visiting the township’s engage-
ment platform Get Involved Perth South at
getinvolvedperthsouth.ca where comments
and ideas can be submitted and a survey
can be completed. In addition, residents are
encouraged to participate virtually in the
public budget meeting scheduled for Febru-
ary 4, 2021 at 7:00 pm. Please visit the
Township’s website for further information.
